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The Preamble to the Ordinance
concerning the Promotion of Measures for Peace
in the City of Mitaka

We the citizens of Mitaka City strive to eliminate terror and
poverty from this world, conserve the natural environment, and
respect the basic human rights of all the people in the world.
Through these activities, we aim to realize lasting peace so that
the people of the world can live safe and healthy lives.

In order to broaden the spirit of the love of peace around the
world, so that people will be able to live together to build a
society in which they can work together to help one another, we
promote peace at the grassroots level.

In addition to abiding by the Constitution of Japan, and with an
understanding of the basic points of the Declaration of the
World Federation of Cities, the Charter of the Citizens of Mitaka
City, and Antinuclear Declaration by Mitaka City, we hereby
clarify our determination to strive for the realization of peace.

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Antinuclear Declaration of the City of Mitaka

As a result of the atomic bombings of Hiroshima and Nagasaki
during the Second World War, Japan suffered the greatest
calamity ever to befall the human race. Since then Japan has
been exerting continuous efforts to achieve the eternal peace
which is the pillar of the Constitution of Japan, by means of
reliance on the fairness and good faith of the people of the
world, all of whom desire peace above all.

In spite of this, the various nations now possessing nuclear
weapons have ignored the calls from people all over the world
for the attainment of a truly peaceful society, and have
continued to build up their nuclear arms stocks.

In view of this situation, the City of Mitaka, believing that a
nuclear war will leave no victors but will lead only to the
destruction of the human race, hereby declares its firm
opposition to nuclear weapons, and expresses the hope that the
three principles of Japanese national policy regarding nuclear
arms;i.e. "No Possession, No Building, and No Introduction into
the Country" will be adopted by all the peace-loving people of
the world.

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City's Declaration of the World Federation

The city of Mitaka agrees with the construction of the world
federation to ensure permanent world peace and human
prosperity, and aims at the realization of a new world order
based on wisdom and friendship.

As the first country on which the atomic bomb was dropped
and as a country whose Constitution clearly repudiates war, we
firmly believe that Japan is in the most suitable position to
advocate this stance to the whole world; and so we make this
declaration, and together with other cities declaring themselves
cities of peace, in addition to stirring up public opinion,
reflecting this in national policy, and promptly making a national
declaration, we hope to realize the world federation by revising
the existing Charter of the United Nations.
